 The Court will monitor attendance of the group. Parenting from Two Homes will notify the Court if either parent fails 
to attend or otherwise participate in good faith. Said behavior shall constitute a FAILURE TO APPEAR pursuant to M.R.Civ.P. 
109, and a party shall thereafter be subject to sanctions by the Court in accordance therewith and furthermore their failure to 
appear may be considered in the final ruling of any pending petition. 
 
If either party is screened out or otherwise not admitted to the program, that party will immediately provide notice to this Court 
of the non-admission. 
 
 
FEE ARRANGEMENTS 
 
 The parties shall be responsible for paying the fees for the program pursuant to the program’s fee scale. A copy of the 
current child support worksheet in this matter is attached to this Order for purposes of determining the parties’ fee obligations.
